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looking back

M E S S A G E  F R O M  T H E  C H A I R M A N

Just as America’s farmers and ranchers grow and adapt 
with new opportunities, the American Farm Bureau 
Foundation for Agriculture is expanding our reach by 
embracing the opportunities of the changing educational 
landscape. A silver lining over the last couple of years 
is the growth of hybrid programs that mix virtual and 
in-person experiences. Learning has expanded beyond 
classroom walls, and hybrid environments are prime soil 
for ag education.

The Foundation team has been hard at work 
producing trusted resources and finding new 
ways to make these resources come alive. In 
the fall, we released the ever-popular Food and  
Farm Facts, a flagship resource for sharing 
accurate information about agriculture with 
learners of all ages. That’s just one of many 
publications that came off the Foundation 
presses this year. From new Ag Mags to educator 
guides, our team is producing the farm-fresh 
content educators across the country rely on.

We also expanded our hybrid offerings with 
digital learning modules and resources. The “In 
the Parlor with Dairy Farmers” Learning Module 
accompanies the Dairy Ag Mag with farmer 
videos and interactive tools to explore dairy 
farming and learn more about cow breeds. 
The “Prized Pumpkin Read-Along Learning 
Module,” available in English and Spanish, walks 
students through the newest Little Ag Me book, 
demonstrating the pumpkin life cycle, outlining 
the steps for planting a crop, introducing what 
an agronomist does, and explaining the role 
of pollinators. Finally, with the “Farmer Says” 
audio series, kids get answers from real farmers 
on their questions about dairy and bees.

Over at the Foundation’s publishing arm, 
Feeding Minds Press, we released “Barn at 
Night.” This beautifully illustrated storybook 
tells how a farm family cares for their animals 
as everyone pitches in to get work done. It 
took me back to my days as a kid on the farm, 

helping with chores and milking cows. I have 
already enjoyed reading it with my grandkids at 
home and over FaceTime.

The Foundation also continues to provide 
training opportunities—in person and virtual—
to reach educators from all regions. The team 
hosted two virtual professional development 
events featuring our beef STEM curriculum. 
Last summer, we returned to host an in-person 
On the Farm STEM event in Tennessee, where 
educators visited farms and met with beef cattle 
farmers.

Our goal in providing these trainings and 
resources is to help young people grow into 
informed consumers who understand what 
goes into growing a safe, sustainable food, 
fiber and fuel supply. We cannot do it alone, 
however. Our work is fueled by volunteers 
across the country, and the generosity of donors 
who partner with us financially. Donations, large 
and small, help us create these materials and 
get them to educators and students.

Thank you for helping us further our mission of 
agricultural literacy.

In 2021 we were able to hold our On the Farm 
STEM event in person in Tennessee, August 
8-11 bringing together 33 participants! This 
year’s On the Farm program brought together 
teams of high school educators with experts in 
science education, agricultural science, and beef 
production to farmers, ranchers, and agriculture 
operators.

We also held 2 virtual professional development 
events using our beef phenomenon-based  
curriculum, reaching 240 educators!

I hope you’ve enjoyed this look at the past year of American Farm Bureau 
Foundation for Agriculture activities. It’s always fulfilling to reflect on the 
great work that you make possible, and it’s exciting to look toward the 
work ahead of us. In 2022 we’ll introduce new programs and new partners 
as we continue to help kids better understand where their food, fiber, and 
fuel come from. 

This year we’re unveiling the Food and Agriculture Center for Science  
Education, a platform featuring valuable resources and professional  
development opportunities for science teachers that will enable them to 
effectively teach science through the lens of agriculture. 

We’ll also launch the American Farm Trail app, generously supported 
by Corteva Agriscience, to help agritourism sites market themselves to  
families and to get more kids experiencing farms first-hand. The app 
will also connect kids and their parents to our educational resources to  
enhance the on-farm experience and further support ag literacy.

Work of Norman Borlaug by Peggy Thomas, and My Family’s Corn Farm by Katie Olthoff 
will join our four previously published titles as we grow our offerings of children’s accurate 
agriculture books.

All of this will happen while we maintain our Purple Plow program and My American Farm 
game platform, provide grants and scholarships through our White-Reinhardt Fund for 
Education, and continue to create new Ag Mags, educator guides, and resources to teach 
kids about agriculture.
